The 
thousands of articles of 
clothing, which did meet 
CWUTS’s standards, were 
placed in designated ar-
eas for further sorting or 
testing to make sure do-
nations are in working or-
der. Before donations are 
accepted, before you can 
walk out with your new-
ly found treasures, before 
the CWUTS Board can give 
money back to communi-
ty non-profits, the CWUTS 
relies on the generosity of 
volunteers (men and wom-
en) to keep the store op-
erating.

What is your passion?  
What is it that gives you 
life and joy? We all have a 
few hours a week/month 
that we fill with unpro-
ductive endeavors. Instead, 
give those hours to volun-
teering and you will be re-
warded with joy and satis-
faction.
